Pre-
exposure prophylaxis (PrEP) is the use of antiretroviral medication to prevent HIV 
infection in adults who are at high, ongoing risk of infection. See Canadian guideline 
on HIV pre-exposure prophylaxis and nonoccupational postexposure prophylaxis.
